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SIKHS AND CORRECTIONAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT (CSD)

When penal system was established in Hong Kong, Sikhs were one of the first community in HK
to join it. During those days they have a Gurdwara in Hollywood police station next to Victoria
prison. When Khalsa Diwan HK (Sikh Temple) was first built in 1901 Prisons staff were front
runners in this Sewa. In 1986, the CSD Sikh Staff decided to celebrate Sri Guru Nanak Dev Ji
birthday by having Sri Akand Path Sahib and Langar for three days. Since then, the CSD Sikh
Staff is celebrating Guru Nanak Dev Ji birthday every year. Most of the CSD Sikh Staff took three
days off during these celebrations and do the Langar Seva with their families and friends.

Apart from celebrating Guru Nanak Dev Ji Gurpurab they are also donating generously in
purchasing cooking utensils for the Langar kitchen. Now they have taken up the Sewa to restore
the old water well in Gurdwara Sahib at lower ground floor by donating $600,000 for the
building project. CSD is the only department in Hong Kong where Sikhs continues to wear
turbans with their uniforms since the establishment of Hong Kong as a British Colony and
presently the Hong Kong SAR government.

RELIGIOUS VISITS TO PRISONS

Khalsa Diwan is committed to, not just providing religious services to the congregation at
Gurdwara Sahib, but also to the less fortunate Sikh prisoners who are being detained in HK
prisons for the crimes or offences that they have committed. Although, they are incarcerated
or detained due to their wrong doings but eventually they are part of our larger Khalsa panth.
And the Khalsa Diwan had always placed great emphasis on the well-being and spiritual
healing of these Sikh brothers and sisters who are unable to attend the congregation in
Gurdwara Sahib. Therefore, arrangements are made with Correctional Services Department to
assign our religious teachers or Gianis to pay religious visits to them. We arrange visits on
regular basis so that they are always connected to Khalsa panth and live a positive and
meaningful life while in prison. In the coming year, Khalsa Diwan had also took the initiative
to pay regular religious visits to detainees at Castle Peak Bay Immigration Centre so that they
can also receive religious counselling and teachings. The aim is to strengthen their spiritual
power and thus face the challenges in life in a positive and responsible way.
