Such humility of spirit is the basis on
which the spiritual and ethical life pleasing to God may be built, and grace obtained. In a
nutshell, Divine favour (nadar) prompting the self to prayer and devotion may possibly be
won through humble supplication and through cultivation of virtue and right actions.

Registration is to be made in person and possibly as soon as
possible before the intended date of marriage and need to submit the
Certificate of Marriage to Khalsa Diwan at least one week before the
marriage.
